Trustee Harant asked if Peoria Zoo has animals at risk of contracting COVID-19 
and if the animals can transfer the virus to humans.  Staff stated that there are 
cases of keepers transferring the virus to animals but not from animals to 
keepers.  Zoo staff have taken the appropriate precautions and are using PPE 
to protect both keepers and animals.
